These eight stories move from the marshlands on the Gulf of Mexico to the sweeping plains of Colorado to
prisons, saloons, and trailer parks across the South, weaving together love, friendship, violence, survival,
and revenge.

Flags on the Bayou (2023)

In the fall of 1863, the Union Army is in control of the Mississippi River. Much of Louisiana, including New
Orleans and Baton Rouge, is occupied. The Confederate Army is in disarray, corrupt structures are falling
apart, and enslaved men and women are beginning to glimpse freedom.

Jesus Out to Sea (2007)

Ten short stories centered around the devastation in Louisiana and Mississippi during and after Katrina.

White Doves at Morning (2002)

A riveting evocation of the Civil War, drawn from James Lee Burke’s true family history

The Lost Get-Back Boogie (1986)

Fresh out of prison, loner Iry Paret seeks a new start under the big skies of Montana. But that’s not so easy
when he finds himself faced with a hostile community—and a dangerous romance.

The Convict and Other Stories (1985)

A selection of a dozen short stories set in the deep South.

To the Bright and Shining Sun (1970)

A gritty coming-of-age story about a young Kentucky miner growing up in the Appalachian Mountains
who’s torn between his family life and the lure of the city.
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Half of Paradise (1965)

Meet Avery Broussard, the last in a line of once-substantial land owners whose weakness for alcohol lands
him in prison; J.P. Winfield, a dirt-poor singer who makes it to the top of hillbilly music only to be
destroyed by a drug addiction; and Toussaint Boudreaux, a black longshoreman who is set up for a crime he

did not commit.
